Policies And Procedures 

Bridges to Success is a unique program that will increase your knowledge of financial matters and, for those eligible, help you reduce barriers to transportation through the purchase of a vehicle for employment. The car/loan program includes the following components:

· Ten  (10) Financial Education classes;

· Assistance in establishing credit;

· Personal and financial counseling; And,

· If found eligible a grant/loan award to purchase a vehicle and insurance;

To be eligible for the program you must: 

· Not own a vehicle in good working condition;

· Have a Drivers License in good standing;

· Be a former TANF client  (case closed 90 days) and have a job;  OR

· Be a former EEI client; OR

· A present TANF client who has a job.

Upon acceptance into this program, you must agree to the following conditions:

· Each client will be allowed one absence.  A second absence will be cause for termination from the program; 

· Compliance with all BCCAP policies and procedures as outlined during program orientation;

· Any private funds used toward the purchase of a car or car insurance cannot exceed (5,000.00).

· Agency will hold Title for vehicle until fully paid;

· Adherence to bi-monthly telephone call meetings with the program manager;

· Agreement to provide all documentation required for program and establishing credit/loan;

· Agreement to adhere to loan re- payment schedule (for those eligible).
