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HOME TBA (Tenant Based Assistance) Program
(A program of the ARCHES Project of the Community Action Agency)

Program Description

The HOME TBA Program is designed to assist participants to successfully transition to permanent housing through intensive case management services and on-going rental assistance.  Based on household income level, the HOME TBA Program assists participants with their rental payments for twelve months.  Eligible participants are issued a coupon and actively participate in locating and selecting their own units.  All units must pass a Housing Quality Standards (HQS) inspection.  

Participants are assisted in developing long-term living skills and in carrying out their individual action plans while receiving this assistance.  It is the goal of the program that participants will be able to remain in their housing permanently at the end of their contract with the HOME TBA Program.
Eligibility Criteria

Clients will be selected in accordance with the following selection policies and criteria:

All households must:

· Have household income under 50% of Median Income

· Be homeless or at-risk of becoming homeless

· Be willing to participate in a self-sufficiency program (case management)

· Be ineligible for a Section 8 Voucher at the time of applying for TBA due to criminal history or drug/alcohol problems, or be eligible for Section 8 but anticipate a wait of at least 6 months.

A.  Highest Priority will be given to the following households:

1. at least one person in the household is due to be released from a jail or correctional facility within 30 days and will be on post-incarceration supervision upon release,  

OR

2. at least one person in the household is currently on probation (active supervision) or post-prison supervision through Marion County Parole and Probation.

*There will be no waiting list for Highest Priority applicants, providing that funding is available.

B.  Second Priority will be given to households that:

1. have been denied housing by a landlord or agency within the past 60 days because of factors related to one or more of the following:

a. mental health disability

b. substance abuse disability

c. criminal history

*A waiting list will be maintained for Second Priority applicants.  Applications will be accepted and processed in the order in which they are received, as funding is available.

Referrals to the Program
Referrals to the ARCHES Project come from community partners who serve or come in contact with persons experiencing homelessness or who are at-risk of homelessness, or by self-referral.  Completed referral forms and HOME TBA applications should be submitted to the ARCHES Project and will be screened based on eligibility criteria listed above.
