SAT Preparation Program

Sponsored by the Commission on Economic Opportunity

Description of Program:

The Commission on Economic Opportunity (CEO) offers local high school sophomores, juniors, and seniors a four-session course to prepare for the Scholastic Achievement Test.  The program is intended for high school students who are motivated to prepare for and take the SAT, but lack the financial resources to do so.

The Course:

Dr. William Van Der Sluys, Ph.D. will teach the four-session course. This is a complete 16-hour preparation course for the SAT I.  It explains the types of reasoning tasks and provides an effective procedural approach for taking the test. Students are also provided with practice SATs published by The College Board for use in conjunction with the course itself.  Dr. Van Der Sluys has provided us with an e-mail address that can be used for any questions in regards to the course itself.  His contact information is wgv11@scasd.org.

Materials and Transportation:

All materials for the class and registration will be provided.  Assistance with transportation to and from the preparation classes will be available if needed. 

Where and When:

The preparation course will be held for two weekends at 4 hours each day, at King’s College in Wilkes-Barre.  The sessions will be held February 10-11 and 17-18, 2007.  The Saturday schedule will be from 10 AM to 2:30 PM with a half-hour lunch break at 12 PM.  The Sunday schedule will be from 11 AM to 3:30 PM with a half-hour lunch break at 1 PM.

Criteria for Selecting Student Participants:

The Guidance Counselors from the respective high schools select students for this opportunity.  The criteria include:

· The student is low income or without financial resources to pay for an intensive SAT preparation course and/or for SAT registration fees.  

· The student has demonstrated that he or she is sufficiently reliable and motivated to complete the four-session preparation course and to follow through by taking the SAT.  

· The student has committed to attending the entire course.

There are no rigid income guidelines and the guidance counselor may select up to 4 students per school.  A guidance counselor may notify CEO of special circumstances that may justify an increased number of participants from a specific school. 

Deadlines:

Please notify us of the students you have selected to participate in this opportunity by Friday, January 12, 2007.  For your convenience, you can fax or e-mail the names and contact information for each participant. There is a possibility that seats may remain after this deadline. You may contact us to inquire about any openings and to make additional nominations between the days of January 22-23. Please remember that seats are limited, and you must have your initial request in to our office no later than January 12, 2007.

SAT Registration and Payment:

Each student will complete the SAT registration form during a preparation session. The Commission on Economic Opportunity (CEO) will make payment in full for the registration cost.  Please indicate if a student is eligible for a fee waiver from the College Board.
