Declare your Commitment to Live on the Poverty Diet for 3 days.
 

The October Business Meeting, at the request of Peace and Social Concerns Committee endorsed "The Poverty Diet" concept of the Virginia Interfaith Center for Public Policy.  If you partake in this experience you agree to spend no more than $2.55 per person per day for ALL meals for THREE DAYS any time between now and November 22nd.  This is the average amount allotted to people receiving food stamps. 

 

At Meeting for Business Social Concerns also asked the meeting to send letters to our legislatures asking them to try the poverty diet so as to better understand what living in poverty can mean.  The consensus was that we should first see how many people in our meeting are willing to live on this diet for three days before asking others to do so.

 

Therefore we need to know how many of you will join Social Concerns in this experiment.  There are three ways to let us know.

    1.  Sign up on the sheet on the Social Concerns Bulletin Board in the hall of the meeting house

    2.  Sign up on the sheet of paper you find in your pew each Sunday

    3.  Click here to send an e-mail to the committee.

If we get a sizeable group of people who commit to this diet, we can then plan to ask meeting to send letters to our legislators detailing our participation in this project and suggesting that they too join in and experience what it is like to live on food stamps.
